We are pleased to submit this revised Impact Analysis (TIA) for the Granite Falls
Motocross Park project. The Motocross Park is located off of the Mountain Loop Highway
about 3.5 miles east of Granite Falls, Washington in unincorporated Snohomish County.
The site is within the County’s Transportation Service Area B outside the urban growth
area.

This TIA was prepared based upon the proposed site plan, roadway and traffic data
collected in the field, accepted traffic impact analysis procedures, and information from the
City of Granite Falls, Snohomish County and the Washington State Department of
Transportation (WSDOT). This revision is based upon the comments by the Snohomish
County Planning and Development Services dated on August 9, 2007 (attached in the
Appendix).

Revisions to the original TIA include traffic distribution, trip generation and sight distance.
Key intersections have been updated based on the Snohomish County list dated August
2007. The trip generation data has been supplemented with historical trip generation data
from the Riker Pit Motocross Park located east of Yew Way and north of 196th Street SE
in Snohomish County. A sight distance triangle and profile have been added for vehicles
looking to/from the east. ’

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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The proposed Motocross Park is located 3.5 miles east of the Granite Falls city limits off
the Mountain Loop Highway in Snohomish County Transportation Service Area (TSA)
B and outside the urban growth area as shown in Figure 1. Figure 2isa vicinity map
showing the location of the site and the surrounding road network.

Figure 3 shows the existing site plan. Presently, the site is an abandoned gravel pit
site. Access to the site is along an existing gravel road from Mountain Loop Highway.
The site plan shows the existing Snohomish County Quarry and Facilities to the west,
the location of the abandon gravel forest service roads, cleared areas and the existing
access driveway onto the Mountain Loop Highway.

The preliminary site plan for the different phases of the proposed Motocross Park is
shown in Figure 4. The site plan shows the location and layout of the proposed
structures, internal circulation, surrounding parking and project limits. The site plan
shows that the site has one proposed site driveway onto Mountain Loop Highway.
The site has no frontage or access to any other roads or highways. The proposed
construction and projected timeline for each phase of the project are discussed below.

e The project horizon year for completion and full operation is 2011.
e A sound berm will be constructed throughout the construction of all phases.

e Phase 1 of the project will construct the main track 1, detention pond and
necessary drainage improvements, approximately 74 parking and camping
spaces, four handicap accessible parking spaces, a well house, a generator
building, grandstands, light poles, fire extinguisher stations, a signup building,
fencing, gravel drive areas, and a temporary vehicle turnaround. Full
development of Phase 1, pending the timeliness of permit approval, is expected
to be completed during the summer of 2008 or summer 2009.

e Phase 2 of the project will build a beginner track, a kids track, a drain field,
restroom facilities, grandstands, light poles, fire extinguisher stations and
fencing. Completion is expected during the summer of 2008.

e Phase 3 of the project proposes to add a second main track, additional drainage
improvements, approximately 55 recreational vehicle (RV) camping spaces,
grandstands, light poles, fire extinguisher stations, tower buildings, fencing,
gravel drive areas and a permanent vehicle turnaround. Completion is expected
to occur during the summer of 2009.

e Phase 4 of the project will construct a freestyle area, grandstands, fencing, light
poles, and fire extinguishers. Completion is expected during the summer of 2010.

e Phase 5 of the project proposes to add an indoor riding arena, concession
building, 35 parking spaces, four handicap accessible parking spaces, light poles
and fire extinguisher stations. Completion is expected during the summer of
2011.

The motocross park will have three modes of operation: weekday practice, weekend
practice and weekend race. Operating days and hours are subject to the weather, as
the Motocross Park cannot open if the conditions are wet. During the year, the Park
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
